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A new and exciting academic year is well underway!    Many new families have joined the Early Learning Centre this year and we welcome you.   We are proud to have entered into a partnership with The Ottawa &District School Board to offer on-site Junior kindergarten.  The early learning centre educators work together with the school board teacher, Karen Pretlac, to provide excellent learning opportunities for the children. Karen Pretlac comes from Meadowlands Public School to provide an afternoon program for the four year olds.  Both educators and the school board teacher strive to provide a ‘seamless day’ for children in our program.  This innovative approach to early learning allows   children to experience a holistic approach to early education.   
   Our role as a demonstration and training institution influences the large numbers of visitors and students in the centre.  The Infant, Toddler, Preschool and Kindergarten Programs are demonstration programs for students and the 

community in Early Learning and Care practices.   With the large volume of visitors coming and going it is important to briefly review health and safety policies.

Front Door Safety:

The front door is locked at all times and parents are required to purchase a $15.00 refundable pass.  This pass is essential to open the door and we ask that you do not rely on someone to buzz you in.  If you do forget your pass, you may be inconvenienced until a staff will allow you admittance.  Please do not allow admittance to individuals unless an available staff member can verify identification.   We are unable to continually staff the front desk from 7:30-6:15   and therefore the locked door is essential.

Allergy Alert 

The Early Learning Centre is designated as a “NUT-FREE” area. This means no nut products, or other 

food that may have come in contact with nuts. Due to an increase in the number of children and staff with severe allergies to nuts and eggs, we are requesting that no store bought food or food from home be brought into the centre, left in children’s cubbies, or in the front hallways, or strollers.   We will adhere to this policy very strictly and we appreciate your cooperation in this matter.

Stroller Park 

For your convenience we have provided an area in the front entrance designated for strollers. In order to meet fire code regulations, all strollers must be folded and stored in the space provided, so as not to block any emergency exits.  Once again we would like to remind parents not to leave any food, drink or soiled diapers in strollers.   We do reserve the right to remove food and drink products from the strollers.  Please ensure that all strollers be taken home daily.   Unclaimed strollers will be removed. We cannot be responsible for any strollers left overnight.
