	Advisor’s role

· be available at advertised or prearranged times for consultation
· provide information about College and program policies and procedures that may affect your academic progress
· link you to all the resources the College has to offer 
	Your role
· take an active part by keeping appointments and communicating with your Advisor about any changes in your situation
· work with the Advisor to develop a plan for your academic success
· bring questions, requests and concerns to your Advisor about issues affecting your academic progress
· follow through on recommendations and referrals



Academic Advising may include:
· face- to-face meetings with a designated Advisor and/or group or online advising sessions
· examination of your goals and academic progress
· referrals to College support services, and clarification on institutional policies and procedures
· development of a personal academic success action plan
· conversations about your chosen field of study and future career
