3. Ethical principles of advising: maximizing educational benefits for advisee, improving advisee’s decision-making skills, truth telling, advocating for the advisee, supporting the educational philosophies and policies of the college, maintaining credibility of the advising program
4. Practicing the minimum standards of conduct as they relate to advising: never exploiting the relationship, availability, non-discrimination, never maligning colleagues.
