STUDENT GOALS INVENTORY

The Student Goals Inventory has been developed as a tool for academic advisors at Algonquin College.  As such, it addresses the needs of students as central to the learning process, interrelated and continually evolving.  The Inventory is a useful tool for advisor and student.

The purpose of the instrument is to help students achieve success by setting developmental goals.  As educators, we all support students in achieving their foremost goal which is academic success and accreditation.  This is still the surest way of maximizing hopes of obtaining career-related, gainful employment (the most frequently cited goal of the Inventory).  In support of student success, three main sub-sets of goals have been enunciated in the Inventory statements: academic strategies, personal growth, and career development.  Students are invited to make realistic choices of goals they feel inclined to act on at the present time or within the immediate future.  The “Action” column serves to record practical options or incremental steps toward goad achievement.

By assisting students in goal-setting and achievement, advisors can foster success strategies for all students.  In addition, advisors have early access to students at risk of failure within specific subject areas or those in need of reconsidering educational service or some form of academic remediation.  The advisor will find helpful information in the section on student services and other support services within the College.  For further information on how to refer, waiting periods (if applicable), consultation with service personnel, etc., please contact the department concerned.

· Student Goals Inventory Resource Index
When using the Student Goals Inventory, you may wish to give students a copy of the Resource Index, which has been developed to help students obtain relevant information.  The Index provides information on support services designed to meet specific needs.  It is keyed to specific items in the Student Goals Inventory.  The information is organized into sections covering Career Development, Study/Learning Skills, Academic Skills, Social/Interpersonal Skills, Personal Adjustment and Everyday Life.
