Statement of Philosophy 

 
Nursing is a human science and a professional discipline with a holistic perspective 

on human beings and on health.  Nursing care constitutes a health care service 

accessible to health care consumers, delivered in collaboration with clients and other 

health care providers.  Nursing contributes to the enhancement, maintenance, 

protection and restoration of health or support towards a peaceful death. 

 

Health is a dynamic process considered to be a profile of functioning over time.  

Ideas of health are influenced by many factors within the environment in which 

nursing occurs.  Health choices within society are shaped by political, economic, 

social, cultural and spiritual dimensions. 

 

Nursing embraces multiple paradigms.  The Inter-relationship of nursing theory and 

research is essential to inform and validate nursing practice.  Nursesô clients are 

individuals, families, aggregates and/or communities, at all stages of their 

development.  Nurses care for clients in situations of normality, risk, crisis and 

morbidity, encouraging them to become responsible participants in their own health. 

 

Baccalaureate nursing education is part of a continuum of preparation that extends to 

graduate and postdoctoral studies.  Each level of nursing education aims to prepare 

graduates who can contribute to the advancement of nursing science and influence 

changes in the health care system.  Faculty, in partnership with the students, engage 

in activities that foster self-direction, critical thinking and learner maturity.  Learning 

experiences are designed to promote both the personal and professional growth of 

each student.  The graduate possesses a repertoire of knowledge, skills and attributes 

that will serve as the foundation for safe, competent practice and life-long learning.

The goal of the undergraduate curriculum is the preparation of a professional nurse 

who can function effectively and competently in a variety of health settings, respond 

to a large range of health care needs, and serve as a change agent.    

 

Graduates will be critical thinkers, self-directed learners and practitioners who can 

function independently and interdependently in providing nursing care.

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Regulations Concerning Registration &  Courses 

 

Definitions 
Credit  

A credit is a numerical value assigned to a course, normally defined as 13 or 15 hours 

of formal lectures or the equivalent.  Courses are normally three or six credits 

 

Course   
A course is defined as a teaching activity.  Three-credit courses are usually given 

three hours a week during one academic session and six credit courses are given over 

two academic sessions.  However, some courses, notably those with laboratory or 

studio work, require more hours in class.  Some three credit courses are given over 

two sessions.   

 

Session   
A session is one of three pre-determined periods in which academic activities take 

place at the University.  The fall and winter sessions are approximately 13 weeks.  

The spring-summer session may consist of sub-sessions of three, four, five or six 

weeks. 

 Fall Session:     September - December 

 Winter Session:   January - April  

 Spring/Summer Session:  May - August 

 

Prerequisite   
The term prerequisite is used to designate a course that must be taken and passed in 

order to register for another course.  Hence a prerequisite for course B is course A 

(where essential notions for the comprehension of course B are taught) that must be 

completed before one can register in Course B. 

 

Corequisite   
The term ñcorequisiteò is used to identify a course that, if not taken as a prerequisite, 

must be taken concurrently with another course due to the complementary nature of 

courses. 

 

Student Status 
Full Time    
A student registered for 12 credits or more during a session 

 

Part Time   
A student registered for less than 12 credits during a session 
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Course Selection 
 

To follow courses or participate in other academic activities (for example discussion 

groups, laboratories, work terms and other academic activities), students must 

register before the start of a session and within the deadlines indicated in the 

sessional dates calendar.  It is also possible to modify course selections before the 

deadline indicated in the sessional dates calendar. 

 

Anyone who is not registered for a course or related academic activity will not 

receive a grade or credits.  Retroactive course registration or course modification is 

not permitted. 

 

Regulations Concerning Registration Deadlines 

 
Course registration and changes to a program of study or course selection are only 

accepted until the deadline indicated in the sessional dates of the calendar.  These 

dates can be found on the University of Ottawa Website (www.registrar.uottawa.ca).  

Course withdrawals are permitted up to the dates indicated in the sessional dates 

calendar.  The grade report (not the official transcript) will indicate the symbol ñDRò 

and no grade will be assigned to the course. 

 

The symbols ñABSò and ñINCò are equivalent to a failing grade (F).  These symbols 

will appear on the grade report and the official transcript if withdrawal from the 

course has not been done by the date indicated in the sessional dates calendar on the 

University Website. 

 

Sessional Grades 

To consult your grade report, go to the Universityôs Website 

(www.infoweb.uottawa.ca). To learn more about the regulations governing minimum 

grades and averages, see the Faculty calendar. 

Remember that you yourself are responsible for checking your grade report and 

changing your course selection accordingly if you've failed a course.  Example: A 

student who fails ANP1101 must withdraw from ANP1303. We strongly recommend 

that you consult an academic advisor if you fail a course.

Please note that students may be required to take their clinical courses during 

evenings. 

Regulation on Registration for Clinical Placements 
 

In order to facilitate clinical placements, all returning students must register for 

clinical courses by May 31 and provide proof of up-to-date immunization and CPR 

recertification. 

 

Documents Required for Clinical Placements 

 
Faculty Policy on Immunization 

The immunization policy of the Faculty of Health Sciences is aimed at protecting 

students and clients from the possible consequences of exposure to communicable 

diseases.  Consequently, all students are required to comply with the guidelines of the 

Ontario Ministry of Health and the health policies of the institutions providing 

clinical learning opportunities.  These policies require students to have hepatitis B 

vaccine, evidence of a yearly examination for TB and to have current immunization 

against diphtheria, polio and tetanus (DPT) and measles, mumps and rubella (MMR).  

Students must also demonstrate proof of immunity to varicella (chickenpox) and are 

required to receive a flu shot on an annual basis.  

 

 The forms to be completed for immunization are available on the Website at 

www.health.uottawa.ca.  Initial immunization forms , Police Record Check and CPR 

must be submitted by August 1, 2009 or 10 weeks after the date on the letter of 

acceptance into the BScN program. 

 

All immunization requirements must be met yearly before students are permitted to 

register for courses for the next academic year.  The studentôs registration to courses 

with a clinical component will be cancelled for the current academic year if all 

requirements are not met by the required date.  The deadline for the Mantoux Test, 

Hepatitis B (3
rd
 dose) and CPR (C) is April 30, 2010.  Deadline for the Flu Shot is 

December 1, 2010.  A second police records check is required for students registering 

into the 2
nd

 year of the BScN Generic Program by December 1, 2010.  A late fee of 

$100.00 payable to Algonquin College will apply after these deadlines.

 CPR: Submit a photocopy of completion document of level C (child, adult; 

one and two rescuer) valid for the entire school year. See information sheet 

"Other requirements" on the web. 

 Police record check: Submit proof of police record check. Visit your nearest 

police station to obtain. Also see information sheet "Other requirements" on 

the web. Allow several weeks for police check processing.

Transfer of Information about Clinical Progress 

Prior to starting a new clinical course, students should provide to their clinical 

professor the summary clinical evaluations for the previous clinical experience.  This 

will allow for a smooth transition to the next level of clinical practicum. 

 

University Fees 

Tuition, incidental fees and regulations pertaining to refunds are subject to approval 

by the Board of Governors of the University and can be modified without prior 

notice.  University fees are normally published on the University Website as of the 

month of May at www.registrar.uottawa.ca 

 

Students are responsible for paying tuition fees the moment their course selection has 

been approved by the Registration Navigator or the Faculty.  Payment due dates are 

indicated in the sessional-dates calendar section of the University website at the 

following address:  www.registrar.uottawa.ca .

Voluntary Interruption of Studies 

 

1. Students who wish to withdraw from a course in which they are registered or 

from their entire program must do so according to the dates indicated in the 

sessional-dates calendar; otherwise they will receive the mark ABS or INC.

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2. Students who voluntarily withdraw from the Faculty or University for seven 

consecutive sessions and wish to return must submit a new application for 

admission and are subject to the admission requirements in effect at that time. 

 

3. Students who interrupt their studies for six consecutive sessions or less may 

pursue their program with no additional requirement whether or not they took 

courses at another institution during that time by completing the intent to 

register form available either in person or online. 

 

Advanced Standing 

 

1. Advanced standing is granted only for courses taken at the post-secondary 

level. 

 

2. Advanced standing granted or credits retained on admission may be revised 

when students first register in the Faculty or when they change programs. 

 

3. Advanced standing is granted only for passed courses that are deemed 

equivalent in content and level to the course offered at the University of 

Ottawa, where these courses conform to the general regulations of the Faculty.  

Certain programs may require a passing grade higher than a D. 

 

4. Students cannot retain advanced standing for a course followed at another 

university if they register for a three or six credit course that covers the same 

material at the University of Ottawa. 

 

5. Students must successfully complete all compulsory courses of the Faculty for 

which they do not receive advanced standing, unless they hold a baccalaureate, 

in which case they are normally exempt from the general requirements of the 

program. 

 

 

For the Programs of the School of Nursing: 

Advanced standing may be granted for equivalent courses taken at another institution.  

The decision to grant such credits will depend upon how current the course is 

delivered, the content and the standing obtained.

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Criteria used for assessing courses: 

 

1. Courses must be from an approved educational institution. 

2. Nursing courses, biomedical science courses and statistics must have been 

completed within six years prior to admission. 

3. Faculty teaching  the courses must possess a masterôs degree 

4. The number of lecture/lab/clinical hours must be equivalent. 

5. Learning outcomes in nursing courses must be clearly stated, reflect a 

scholarly approach and incorporate nursing theory/research. 

6. Learning outcomes must be equivalent in content and quality. 

7. Evaluation methods must reflect analytical thinking, integration of evidence-

based theory and knowledge and must be related to the learning outcomes. 

 

Prior  Learning Assessment 

The University of Ottawa recognizes that learning can occur by taking university 

credit courses (or its equivalent) as well as in professional experience, self-teaching, 

non-credited courses, workplace training and in other situations.  Prior learning 

Assessment (PLA) allows students who have acquired knowledge in a non-traditional 

manner, to receive advance standing for a course (specific course code) offered at the 

University or, in certain instances, to be granted exemption.  The procedures and 

ñRequest for Prior Learning Recognition Formò can be obtained from the university 

website at www.uottawa.ca/academic/info/regist/Regi3170e.pdf  

 

 

Requirements Related to Courses 

 
a) EVALUATION OF PERFORMANCE 

Course Attendance 

Attendance at courses of instruction, laboratory periods, discussion groups and 

placements is mandatory.  At the beginning of each session, the professor must 

indicate, on the course outline, his policy regarding absences and may exclude 

from the final examination any student who has not complied.  Unless there is a 

valid reason, withdrawal from a clinical placement will constitute a failure.

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b) CLINICAL ATTENDANCE 

1. In order to facilitate clinical placements, all returning students must register 

for clinical courses by May. 

 

2. Clinical attendance is compulsory (clinical refers to agency placements, 

laboratory sessions and community-based experiences including clinical 

seminars).  Unjustified absence from labs and clinical courses will be 

grounds for failure.  Withdrawal from a clinical course will be considered a 

failure unless exceptional circumstances justify another decision. 

 

3. Students absent from the clinical area must notify the agency, client and 

professor prior to the beginning of the scheduled clinical experience. 

 

4. Students absent from clinical area for reasons of illness must explain their 

absence in writing to the clinical professor.  The documentation will be 

attached to the final clinical evaluation and forwarded to the professor 

responsible for the course. 

 

5. Students absent for reasons other than illness must obtain prior approval from 

the program manager. 

 

    Methods of Evaluation 

1. Course work for the year or the session (tests, term papers and other  course 

 work) carries a weight determined by the professor and  approved by the 

school. 

2. At the beginning of a course, professors shall inform students about course 

requirements, delivery and evaluation methods, and the nature and timing of 

assignments, projects and examinations. 

3. Professors may refuse to accept any assignment or examination that  is not 

 written legibly. 

 

c) EXAMINATIONS & ASSIGNMENTS 

 

Final Examination 

 Except in certain rare cases authorized by the program, there is a final 

examination or its equivalent in each course.  The final examination or its 

equivalent should be completed during the examination period.  The professor, 

with the approval of the department, determines the format of the final 

examination (written examination, oral examination, final essay, take-home 

examination or other form of exam).  Written final examinations are either two 

or three hours long. 

 The final examination or its equivalent, cannot count for more than 70 percent 

of the final mark. 
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 Professors must inform their students of the nature of the final examination 

when informing them of the marking system. 

 All students have the right to see their examination booklets after they have 

been marked 

 

Official Examination Period 

 No final or laboratory examination of any kind may be given outside of the 

official examination period. 

 No examination or test is permitted during the last two weeks of the course. 

 

Examination Attendance 

 To be admitted to a final examination, students must have complied with the 

professorôs attendance requirement. 

 

 The following items are prohibited during an examination or test:  cameras, 

radios (radios with earphones), tape recorders, pagers, calculator watches, cell 

phones or any other communication device that has not been approved 

beforehand.  It is the studentôs responsibility to verify if the type of calculator 

is permissible for the examination.  Any deviation from the above will be 

considered academic fraud. 

 

 Absence from an examination or assignments submitted late ï Absence from 

any examination or test or late submission of assignments due to illness, must 

be justified; otherwise, a penalty will be imposed: 

 Students who do not consider their reasons confidential may advise their 

professor directly and, if necessary, submit a medical certificate from the 

attending physician.  Before accepting deferral of the examination or the 

assignment, the professor has the right to request that the University of 

Ottawa Health Services validate the medical certificate. 

 Students who prefer to keep their medical reasons confidential must 

submit to the professor a medical certificate issued by the Health nurse. 

 If the medical problem is foreseeable, students must advise the professor 

before the examination or before the date and time the assignments are 

due. 

 If the medical problem is not foreseeable, students who do not write and 

examination or who do not hand in an assignment on time must submit, if 

requested by the professor, a medical certificate validated by Health 

Services within five working days after the date of the examination or the 

date the assignment is due. 

 The professor who accepts the reasons given by a student- with or without 

a certificate issued by Health Services ï must, in consultation with the 
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department set a date for a special examination or for handing in the 

assignment. 

 If a professor requests a medical certificate issued by Health Services, the 

student must comply even if other professors do not ask for a medical 

certificate. 

 Students who write an examination during the period of invalidity 

specified on the medical certificate or application to defer examination 

form may not plead illness to appeal their examination results. 

 Absence from an examination for any other reason must be justified in 

writing no later than five working days after the examination.  The 

schools and the Faculty reserve the right to accept or reject the reason 

presented.  Reasons such as travel, employment and misreading the 

examination schedule are not usually accepted 

 Students who have been authorized to miss a final examination will be 

allowed to write a deferred examination.  The school will determine the 

date of the deferred examination. 

 

     Procedure on Cancellation or Postponement of Exams 

 

 If the University must cancel all exams on a given day, the Vice-Rector, 

Academic may authorize the cancellation of all exams on a given day.  If so, 

the following will take place: 

 The decision must be made by 8:00 a.m. on the day 

 The decision is relayed immediately 

 Exams are usually rescheduled automatically for the same time on the 

following Sunday or on the final day of the official exam period; in 

extraordinary situations, the first Saturday after the start of classes in 

January can also be used for rescheduling for fall-session exams 

 Students whose exam was cancelled will be informed of the make-up date 

by email 

 

 Examinations disrupted because of exceptional circumstances and recognized 

as such by the Vice-Rector, Academic. 

 Students who are present at the examination must be permitted to write 

the examination.  The invigilator should be tolerant if students arrive late. 

 For those students who have missed the examination, the Faculty must 

determine, in consultation with the professor, the arrangements for a 

special examination.  The students must then be informed as soon as 

possible. 

 

 For bomb scares or fires: 

 The decision to evacuate examination rooms and the signal to re-enter 

those rooms must come from administrative services.  Decisions on the 
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fate of the exam are made on location, where possible.  Authorities may 

decide to continue the exam as soon as everyone is allowed to re-enter the 

building or to stop the exam; if the exam is suspended, the Faculty decides 

on its rescheduling and students are notified. 

 

 Supplemental Examinations: 

 There are no supplemental examinations in courses of the Faculty of 

Health Sciences.

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e) CUMULATIVE GRADE POINT AVERAGE (CGPA) 

 

The cumulative grade point average represents a studentôs performance in all 

courses taken.  The CGPA is calculated at the end of each session and includes all 

of the courses. 

 

The grade point for each course is weighted by multiplying the point value of the 

letter grade obtained by the number of credits for the course.  The CGPA is 

calculated by dividing the sum of the weighted grade points by the total number of 

credits.  In the case of a course with a supplemental exam, only the supplemental 

grade will be calculated in the CGPA ï both grades will appear on the official 

transcript.  For a passed or failed course taken a second time within the 16 credit 

limit permitted, only the second grade will be calculated in the CGPA.  Over the 

16 credit limit permitted, all grades will count in the CGPA and in the number of  

courses failed. 

 

f) ANNUAL GRADE POINT AVERAGE (AGPA) 

The annual grade point average (AGPA) is calculated by dividing the grade points 

earned during the academic year (from May to April) by the total number of 

credits carried by courses taken and counting in the average during that period of 

time. 

 

g) FAILURE 

Students who do not obtain the minimum grade in a compulsory course taken for 

the first time must repeat the course successfully.  Otherwise, they must withdraw 

from the program or faculty in which they are registered. 

 

h) RE-REGISTRATION TO A COURSE 

In any undergraduate program requiring 90 credits or more, it is permitted to take 

a certain number of courses again (to a maximum of 16 credits) whether the 

course was passed or failed.  This is normally done to raise a studentôs average or 

reinforce their knowledge in the subject matter.  For all courses taken a second 

time within the 16 credit maximum, only the second grade will be calculated in 

the average.  However both grades appear on the official transcript.  In the case of 

a compulsory course, students must repeat the course successfully.  Otherwise, 

they must withdraw from the program or the faculty in which they are registered. 
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i)  GRADE REQUIREMENTS FOR THE SCHOOL OF NURSING (GENERIC 

 PROGRAM) 

 A minimum of C+ is required in the following courses:  NSG3105 (Care of Adults 

Experiencing Illness), NSG3107 (Family-Centered Care of Children with Acute 

and Chronic Illness, NSG3111 (Care of Childbearing Family), NSG3123 

(Community Health Nursing), NSG3320 (Mental Health Nursing) and NSG4330 

(Complex Nursing Care) 

 A minimum of D in all other courses  
 

 A minimum diploma grade point average of 5.0 (1000- level courses are 

excluded) 

 A minimum cumulative grade point average of 4.5 

 A pass in all clinical placements 

 

 

j) REVISION OF MARKS 

University Regulation 

The University recognizes the right of all students to see any of their written tests, 

assignments or examinations for courses in which they are registered after the 

work in question has been marked and to appeal these marks.  A mark may be 

changed only on the basis of reassessment of tests, assignments or examinations 

already submitted for a course. 

 

Students can view their grades by using their password to access InfoWeb.  The 

date on which final grades are officially posted on the Website is indicated in the 

sessional dates calendar.  The appeal procedure for the Faculty concerned starts on 

that date. 

 

Faculty Regulation 

 

This regulation applies to all courses under the responsibility of a   teaching unit 

of the Faculty of Health Sciences.  There are two levels to the appeal process 

within the Faculty of Health Sciences; program or school level. 

 

Each program has an appeal process which it shall bring to the attention of 

students.  Students who are not satisfied with a mark are first strongly encouraged 

to approach their professor, within two weeks of being informed of their mark, in 

order to request either clarification or a review of the mark in question.  If they 

wish to pursue the matter further, students must submit, within two weeks of the 

professorôs decision, a written request for revision to the chairperson of the 

program concerned so that a re-evaluation can take place according to the 

procedure in effect.

If you do not withdraw officially (InfoWeb or form), you are considered as not 

having attended the course and will receive a final mark of ABS (equivalent to an F). 

 

Withdrawal from a Program of Study or Faculty 

 

Mandatory withdrawal from a program of studies or from the Faculty may result in 

the case of an academic standing below the minimum required or in the case of fraud.  

Reasons for withdrawal include: 

a) failure in courses totaling 18 credits that are calculated in the CGPA (withdrawal 

from the Faculty). 

b) a second failure in a compulsory course (withdrawal from a program or the 

Faculty). 

c) failure to reach the required minimum grade point average required for the degree 

after having attempted 24 credits of additional courses (withdrawal from a 

program or Faculty). 

d) failure to reach the minimum cumulative grade point average required for good 

standing after two probationary full-time sessions or after 24 course credits for 

part-time students (withdrawal from the program or the Faculty). 

e) failure to reach the minimum diploma grade point average required after 24 

additional credits at the 3000 level or above. 

f) a grade point average of less than 3.5 at the end of the academic year. 

g) for Nursing, student failure in more than one clinical placement.

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Re-Admission 

Students who are required to withdraw from a program of studies or from the Faculty 

must remain out of their program for a period of 12 months starting from the date of 

withdrawal.  After one year, a student who had to withdraw from a program but 

wishes to re-register, must submit an internal application for admission.  In case of 

withdrawal from the Faculty, students who wish to re-register after the stated period 

must submit a new application for admission and meet the admission requirements 

then in effect. 

 

Grade Report 

The University prepares a grade report that presents academic results obtained by a 

student during the preceding session.  The grade report is available on InfoWeb as 

soon as grades become official and the academic evaluation is complete.  Students 

must use their password to access InfoWeb to consult their grade report.  If the grade 

report contains errors or omissions, the student should notify the Faculty within 60 

days following the date that grades become official (see sessional dates calendar). 

 

Records  

Your student records will be maintained by the University of Ottawa. If you require a 

transcript, request it from the University of Ottawaôs Registrarôs Office.

As a BScN student of both Algonquin College and the University of Ottawa, you will 

have TWO I.T. ACCOUNTS.  Important information will be communicated to you 

via email so make sure to check both your University of Ottawa email account and 

your Algonquin College email account.   

BLACKBOARD AND VIRTUAL CAMPUS:  You will take courses in class with a 

teacher in person, as well as teleconferenced courses with a teacher at a remote 

campus (Ottawa).  You will have two separate ñplatformsò to communicate with your 

teachers and have access to your academic material.  The courses you take with a 

teacher in Pembroke will be accessible through Blackboard.  You will be able to have 

a tutorial with an IT person to learn how to use this.  For courses you take by 

teleconference, you will have access to that teacher and their electronic notes, course 

outlines, etc. through Virtual Campus.  This can be found through your InfoWeb 

account. 

Eligible students receive a College information-technology account, a personal e-mail 

address, a Web space account, dial-up access to the Collegeôs network, Internet 

access, unlimited use of the Computer Access Centre, and 250 pages a month of free 

printing in the Access Centre.

Health &  Dental Insurance 

 

Your health and dental plan is provided by the ñStudent Federation of the University 

of Ottawa.ò 

Your student card serves as your health plan card, but it wonôt be operational before 

the end of October. If you need a prescription in the interim, pay for the prescription 

and submit a manual claim form to Sun Life at the address indicated on the form.  
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Membership to a student insurance plan was voted mandatory by the student body. 

The fee for the plan covers accidents and some medical expenses. In addition, 

graduate students are covered by a dental plan. Please consult the provider of the 

plan, Heath Lambert Benefits Consulting for the schedule of benefits available to you 

under your Group Insurance Plan.  

To make the collection of the insurance premiums efficient and inexpensive for the 

Students' Federation and the Graduate Students' Association, the University of 

Ottawa has agreed to include the charge with the tuition. Therefore, a fee for 

individual coverage is added to the tuition payment of full-time students and appears 

on the invoice. It covers the student for a 12-month period starting in September. 

Family insurance is also available. To receive family coverage, students should 

contact Heath Lambert Benefits Consulting through their Website.  

Any student with comparable coverage may opt out of the plan by providing 

sufficient proof to Heath Lambert Benefits Consulting, before October 13, 2006, and 

by completing an OPT-OUT form which is available on the Web or at the University 

Centre near the Students' Federation office. Be sure to include proof of comparable 

coverage (such as, private insurance health and dental card, letter from employer, 

spouse's or parent's employer, letter from insurance carrier), detailing the name of the 

insurance provider, the policy number and a brief description of coverage. A credit to 

your student account or a reimbursement cheque will be forwarded to you once your 

fees have been remitted by the administration. Please note that only those students 

who provide sufficient proof of being covered by a comparable health and/or dental 

coverage may be exempt from paying these medical insurance fees.
