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Gaps
The overlap between GLN4
O and MGT8100 is extensive. This is a great example of the overlap and extensions between high school and college courses. With very few exceptions, the content, topics and even suggested activities and assignments are extremely similar between the two courses. The only topic that does not overlap between the two courses is “Health and Safety Awareness”, which is outcome E04 of GLN4O. The rest of the topics are addressed in both courses, to varying degrees. Therefore, when planning, ideally topics should be introduced in the high school portion of the course, developed in both portions, and then extended in the college portion.
The table below (Gap Analysis) indicates which GLN4O outcomes are addressed by the weekly topics in MGT8100. The MGT8100 Common Learning Requirements (CLRs) are identified under each weekly topic.
Assignments
Because of the considerable overlap between GLN4O and MGT8100, many of the activities and assignments can be shared between both courses. In creating assignments, it is important to remember that not all parts of an assignment need to be assessed for both courses; this affords flexibility for differentiation between the courses and outcomes.
Attached is the major independent assignment used in this team-taught course. It includes the marking scheme used by the college professor. The high school teacher would need to add his/her own assessment tool.
